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Scroll Saw Classes 
 

Introduction to Scroll Sawing.   

Class scheduled for Jul 23 starting at 9:00 AM to 4:00PM.  This class is for 

members who are not sure about scrolling and for those looking to purchase a 

scroll saw.  The class covers types of  scroll saws, major parts & features, acces-

sories, types of  blades, and basic scroll sawing principles & techniques.  Taking 

the first four people and if  more are interested I will schedule other classes. 
 

Scroll Sawing Techniques 
 This class is a continuation of  the Introduction of  Scroll Sawing.  You 

must have completed Introduction class and own a scroll saw or already be a 

scroller.  Here we will spend more time on scrolling techniques.  Concentrating 

on cutting straight lines, curves, inside/outside corners, and definition cuts.

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Intarsia 101 Class 
Learn how to create intarsia scroll saw pieces by taking a 6 hour long session with 
Harry Chavez. 

 

Your prerequisite is to know how to use a scroll saw. No training on scroll saw basics 
will be given here. Sign up for Paul Dodson's Scroll Saw basics for that and before 
taking this course. 

You will supply your own wood choices for this project (see attached picture for an ex-
ample) Scroll saw blades will be provided for free as well as all sanding tools needed. 
From this class you will learn the basics for cutting precise lines for matching pieces 
and shaping the pieces to an appealing look for the final assembly. Lunch will be pro-
vided for a cost of only $5.

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In this month's Safety Brief, Dave Tate 

reminded members that some of  the 

items in the First Aid kits handed out 

by the Guild have reached their expira-

tion date. Expiration dates of  medical 

supplies usually indicates they are no 

longer guarantied to be sterile. The 

Guild does not provide replacement 

supplies, so members should provide 

their own replacements or dispose of  

expired items.  

The challenge which was daunting with mak-

ing ones' own scratch stock with a tool blank, grinding same and making their 

own inlay stock and sizing it to fit the leg inlay.  The lift inlay was the most 

challenging and no one fully completed it but all had a pretty good sense of  the 

difficulty.  Freddy later showed short cut ways of  doing things but emphasized 

the hand methods which gave all a full respect for the craft.

Freddy Roman’s Class 
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AWG Training Award Program 

 

PROGRAM DESCRIPTION: Periodically thoughout the calendar year 

(approximately 2 times a year),  a ticket will be issued to those AWG members 

wishing to participate in a special drawing.  The winner will receive $500 dol-

lars to be used solely for training purposes in a woodworking area of  their 

choice.    

• Entry into the drawing is free.  Entries will be issued during a general 

meeting or if, unable to attend, an AWG member can e-mail an entry to the 

President.  At the AWG General Membership meeting in July, a winner will 

be randomly selected.  Only one ticket per active member will be issued.  

At the time of  entry, you must show your active AWG membership card.  

If  your card is not available, the AWG Treasurer will verify his/her active 

membership.   

Winner do not have to be present to win. 

Winner cannot sell or transfer the award. 

The money can only be used for woodworking training purposes to provide 

the Guild Member the opportunity to enhance his or her present woodworking 

skills.  It cannot be used for tool purchases, airfare, food or lodging.  The 

award dollars will not be issued to the winner but instead sent directly to 

the school or training facility where the course is conducted.  In the event 

a winner cancels the course for whatever reason, the money will revert 

back to the fund. 

Winner has one year to spend the money.  All or any unused portion of  the 

prize goes back to the Endowment Fund after one year.  The AWG Treas-

urer shall keep records. 

The winner, after training completion, is required to brief  AWG at a general 

meeting on the course taken, item produced and lessons/benefits received 

from the course.
