Q TELL US ABOUT YOURSELF: HOMETOWN, 

BACKGROUND, EDUCATION, PROFESSION, AND 

OTHER INTERESTS. 

A   I was born in Baltimore City on June 1, 1968, and                                               

lived there until I was 8 years old. My parents moved                                               

us to Anne Arundel County which is where I stayed                                                     

until graduating from Glen Burnie High School in 1986.                                         

I went directly into the U.S. Army and served for 6 years active duty. Upon leav-

ing the Army I obtained a few odd jobs until I was able to get hired by the Balti-

more Police Department. Oddly enough, I laid this career path out when I was 

just a little kid in the 6th grade and stuck to my goals. My father was always 

known to everyone as “Mr. Fix It” as he could repair or build anything. This is 

where I obtained my interest in hands-on building and making.  I also love the 

outdoors and generally anything that comes along with it. I try to golf as much 

as I can, although I am just a duffer. I love to fish,  and enjoy  two rockfish trips 

every year with the same group of guys..  

Q  HOW LONG HAVE YOU BEEN INTERESTED IN WOODWORKING?
